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From the Pastor’s Desk

Beginnings. 1t is good to remember that we begin this new calendar year within the liturgical year or
better the Year of Grace which began with the first Sunday of Advent. This small but significant fact reminds
us that all of our endeavors lie within the great Paschal Mystery. The Paschal Mystery is the saving act of
God wrought by Jesus’ birth, preaching, healing, suffering, death on the Cross, resurrection, ascension and
sending of the Holy Spirit on Pentecost.

This Paschal Mystery is at the very center of who we are as followers of Jesus and is the all-encompassing
reality that you and I live within everyday of each new year. Thus, any good that I or that you hope to
accomplish this new year, any resolutions that we desire to be fruitful or any new goals we want to fulfill
need to be rooted in the overarching presence of God’s Grace that comes to us in the weekly celebration of
the Mass and other sacraments and in our daily prayer.

Just as we began the Year of Grace on the first Sunday of Advent preparing for the coming of Christ, so we
celebrate the beginning of the new calendar year honoring the one who was the bearer of the Christ, Mary,
Mother of God. This feast, which is the most ancient of the feasts that honor Our Lady, is placed here to help
us remember that we too are called to be “bearers’ of the Christ.” Mary is the first disciple, the one who
heard God’s voice and followed; you and I look to her so that we may imitate her trust and openness.

Certainly, one New Year’s resolution we could all take on, indeed that you and I are committed to from
baptism, is to imitate Mary and allow God to work through us. In this way, we carry Christ to the world, to
our schools, homes, neighborhood, region, workplaces and friendships. In this way, we will live this New
Year within God’s grace-filled year that places you and I in the midst of that Paschal Mystery of Christ, our
only hope of achieving any new resolutions.

Marriage Preparation 1t is at this time of the year and in the month ahead that many young people get
engaged. If you or someone (another Catholic) is getting engaged, please remember that you need to contact
the parish office no less than six months in advance. Contacting the parish office nine months in advance is
best. The Deacons and I are charged with the responsibility to help couples prepare for the Sacrament of
Marriage. This preparation is bolstered by other married couples in the parish and it takes time. The whole
six months is needed. We want to help you have a successful and happy marriage, not just a nice wedding
day.

Many Thanks! Many thanks goes out to all those who have been extra generous this year with the less
fortunate in our community: those who contributed to the Good Samaritans “Trim-a-Tree,” those who helped
to purchase more substantial items for the Poor Handmaids of Jesus Christ at the Sojourner Truth House and
for the Carmelite Sisters at the Carmelite Home in East Chicago, and our Respect Life group which aids
expectant and new mothers and those who donated food and helped in its distribution. Most importantly, all
your generosity will find its thanks through the prayers of the many people you have touched.
