From the Pastor’s Desk  
The Adventure of Your Life.   Adventures begin with an invitation. In the Indiana Jones movies, Dr. Jones 
is always enticed to follow some mystery. As the early clues begin to be revealed, he intensifies his search. As the 
search unfolds, there is plenty of spectacular engagements with the “bad guys.” Each new movie about Indiana 
Jones promises a real adventure for us, the audience.     
John the Baptist and his two disciples were not intending to cross paths with Jesus. Yet, unexpectedly they do.  
The invitation begins abruptly with John’s proclamation to his two followers: “Behold, the Lamb of God.” Jesus 
seems unaware of John’s words until suddenly the two disciples leave John’s side and approach Jesus. Jesus  
invites them: “What are you looking for?”  They respond by inviting Jesus: “Teacher, where are you staying?” 
Then a final invitation from Jesus: “Come and you will see.”   
Often we do not expect to find Jesus along the way of our daily  
activities. Yet, He is there crossing our path. Like Indiana Jones, we 
stumble into His mysterious presence. Many times our disbelief 
darkens our vision to see the Lamb of God, yet we are invited,  
indeed you and I are taken in by Jesus’ invitation to “come and see.”    
If we follow Him, we will learn how to believe in God’s mercy for 
ourselves and for all creation. We will learn how to love, not simply 
desire or lust, but love a love that gives - teaching us the freedom of 
sacrifice. You and I will come to know that sacrifice is not a  
restriction but a gift, a service, we give from our very self to come 
nearer to God.  
The adventure begins with the invitation. When we sharpen our ears 
and eyes to be ready to see and hear Jesus’ call everyday in every 
activity of our life, we realize that God longs to carry us through a 
great adventure that is more spectacular and mysterious than we can 
begin to imagine. The Lamb of God asks you and me: “What are you 
looking for?” We respond with empty hearts which hunger to be filled: “Where are you staying?” Then Jesus says 
to you and me: “Come, and you will see.” Let us go, each one of us, to see.  It will be an adventure that is meant to 
change us into the One who invites us.       
Not every adventure is a welcomed one. The past few years much has changed in our society, and this is  
disconcerting. One thing that has not changed is our ability to chose whether we want to act out of hope rather than 
fear. Choosing to live in hope, in the promise of God’s future for us, is choosing to relinquish the fear that is often 
mongered in our society.  Fear of the “what if” this happens of that. Usually our living in the “what if” holds us 
back because we limit our vision and the possibility that God can have a real, positive and concrete effect in my 
life and the life of my family.   
Living out of hope is believing that God’s promise is not just for eternity but it is for now too. The fuel of hope is 
trust. Trust that God will not leave me destitute when I share my time or treasure. Trust always involves stretching 
myself. To do a bit more than I think I can do. Stretching is important for growth. Being open to growth, by  
helping it to happen, is a proclamation of my trust in God’s promise that ”I will be with you to the end of time.”   
As a parish we need to hone our hope. It is important for the thriving of this parish to trust in God’s promise.   
This can only happen if we each long to stay with Jesus like the two disciples mentioned in the Gospel today.  
They, like you and me, had to decide to hope, to trust, to give and so to be ready for the promise that God has  
prepared for us all. Fear will only shut us down; it will diminish the good that we look to do. Fear hampers our 
growth and being ready for God’s promise. Unlike those first disciples, we have the gift of the Holy Spirit which, 
if we open ourselves to Him, The Spirit can embolden our hearts and hands for the work we need to do - with 
hope. This is the real adventure, the one where God leads us and we learn of what we are really made of by 
His Grace.
