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From the Pastor’s Desk

Use the World, Don’t Let It Use You. 1 often hear from people who have retired that they do not
know how they accomplished so much when they were working. The hours seem to pass all too quickly and
they feel they get less done around the house. To me, this sounds like a bit of a stretch, but I am beginning to
feel that the day slips by too quickly and I don’t accomplish as much as I did 20 years ago. I’m sure to
younger people this sounds like “so not real.” But time and our passing through it is often a matter of
perception.

Though a year can sound like a long time and is experienced as frightfully long for a teenager, a year comes
and goes all too quickly for many of us. How often do we say things like: “My goodness, is it Easter
already? It seems as if we just finished taking down the Christmas decorations.” As it was once explained to
me, 60, 70 or 80 times around the cycle of 365 days is really very short when you give it some thought.
Perhaps that is the problem; not many of us like to give thought to this notion.

To consider the shortness of our days in a society that tries to convince us that we are “forever young” is
almost impossible. And yet, the very happiness we seek comes not from wrinkle creams or from ceaseless
activity that steals away the hours of the day, but from knowing how frail we are and how precious each day
is. People haven’t changed over the last several thousand years when it comes to dealing with this very real
and definitive issue.

St. Paul reminds the Christians of Corinth and the Christians of Northwest Indiana that we would do
ourselves a service to keep in mind that our world and our time are passing away. You and I cannot run from
what is so; why not embrace it? That’s right, embrace it. Let’s hold our mortality close to our heart; not in
some morbid way like disgruntled monks who have just drunk
some bitter cider. Let us, you and I, hold on tenderly to who we
really are, pilgrims on the way to union with God.

This does not mean ignoring the world, but using the world to
help us prepare for what is inevitable; to use the world instead of
letting the world use me or you. Use the world’s beauty, its
riches, its ugliness and even its poverty to know your place on
the journey. Use the world to know the frailty of this reality
where beauty decays and bank accounts falter; where what
seems ugly can hold great beauty. Use the world to help the poor
and the sick and the outcast. Use all of what God has given you
in this world. not to build a bigger house for yourself, but to furnish your room in God’s house. We fool
ourselves if we let the world use us for it will all pass away.
