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From the Pastor’s Desk

The realities of nature are all too often set aside in this age for the sake of choice. Choice is the god of the day.
This didn’t happen overnight. All of us have enjoyed more and more things to choose from for decades now.
In fact, one of the long standing criticisms of Communism and other kinds of dictatorships is that they, by
their nature to concentrate power in a few people, constrict choice. Those of us who lived in the sixties and
seventies are all too familiar with those images of empty store shelves in the former USSR and their satellite
States.

However, now we begin to see the downside of placing all our eggs in the one basket of “choice.”

People begin to believe that choice of any kind must be upheld as a sacred principal even it means choosing
contrary to my nature and even the reality of nature itself. In this view, the darkness can be preferred to the
light, death can be chosen instead of life even at the beginnings of life and my interests can validly triumph
over everyone else’s. The noble cry of “one for all and all for one” becomes “one for one, and none for all.”

This is not to say that people are not charitable, when they choose; or that they are not concerned about
others, when necessary. It is to point out that the “choosing”
“when necessary” is more based on convenience rather than
on actual need, even when it’s inconvenient.

The first reading from the prophet Isaiah and the Gospel
call you and me to be attentive to the reality of who we are
by virtue of our rebirth in Christ. Our baptism has returned
us to our true selves. Our redeemed nature is one that
honors choice because we are able to choose the good, the
light, and the reality of who we are created to be. We are
not created for darkness, or for deeds that are contrary to
God’s law, or for selfishness. The deeds of light always take
us beyond our fallen desire to reinvent the reality before us.

Isaiah tells us that our deeds of selflessness allows our light to rise out of the darkness of selfishness; and that
this is indeed our vindication, our proclamation of God’s good work in us. Jesus reminds us that we are this
light in the world. And this light that we are is not meant to be guarded and hidden. Our deeds must shine
before others, Jesus says, not for our glory and not for our convenience but to give glory to God. This always
involves some sacrifice on our part. But, such sacrifice is not in vain, rather, it strengthens our faith in God’s
desire to always help us to do great things for His glory.

Pursuing the needs of this parish, both spiritual and material, cannot be accomplished without the participation
of all of us. The realities of a better HVAC environment for our school building and the hundreds of children
who use it and the replacement of a building never intended to be an office, that is 100+ years old, cannot be
overlooked. I invite you to view the case that calls for action on our part on our YouTube channel or website
under the Capital Campaign tab. Many of you will be contacted to allow one of your fellow parishioners to
come and speak to you over the next several weeks. Please receive them as you would Jesus. Also, please be
patient, the number of those visiting, though increasing, is limited at this moment.

We can all pray for an open heart and mind as we address these needs in order to strengthen our parish for
further success in the present and the future. God can and will do great things for us if we choose to let Him.
