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From the Pastor’s Desk  
The Velvet Hammer. Lent makes itself known to us like a velvet hammer. One week were singing Alleluia, 
the next week we don’t even mention the word. One week we hear the harmonic complexity of many 
instruments leading us in song, the next week we’re the ones, our voice alone, that must make the vocal 
offering to God. One week we eat without regard for what we are eating, the next week we are enjoined to go 
without meat, and even to go without our food. The movement from green to purple is far more significant in 
Lent than it was back in early December as we began Advent.     
Yet, the Church calls this transition a “springtime.” Hard to think about spring with the greyness of February all 
around us, even when the outside temperature is unseasonably moderate. Yet, the Church calls us to a new 
“springtime.” It is this time of the year that you and I are once again called back to our innocence; the innocent 
freshness of spring in full bloom.     
The Great Flood, recounted in the first reading today, reminds us of the 
destructive power of water. Here in the Midwest, floods during the spring 
are not unheard of. Notice though, it is from the flood that God gives His 
first covenant, or promise, to humanity. Now washed clean in a most 
violent way, humanity can be made anew.  This same theme is hinted at 
in the second reading from St. Paul.  Paul is reflecting upon the 
resurrection of Christ and our participation in that resurrection through 
our baptism.      
Jesus’ resurrection was/is so powerful it even affected the past. Jesus 
“goes to preach to the spirits in prison.”  This is an illusion to Christ’s 
descent “among the dead” or His descending “into hell,” as the Apostles 
Creed testifies. Here Jesus takes the Good News, even to Adam and Eve 
and all their children lost to disobedience, and breaks the chains of 
eternal death. He brings them up out of the abyss to God. We are shown, 
as we begin this “particular” time, the end result of what all our Lenten preparation is about.   
We begin in the barrenness of the desert, but this is not where we will end up. No, we will end up in the 
fullness of spring. Our springtime begins with grey clouds, frigid temperatures and dirty snow; but the 
promised end for those who walk the journey of Lent is the brightness of truth, the warmth of God’s eternal 
love and being washed in the Blood of the Lamb to be white as a new snow.     
So, let our voices give praise to God alone; for true support is not many instruments but our faith. Let us make 
our food less to tame our senses and seek the real food for life, Jesus’ word, His will for us. Let us curtail our 
celebrations so we can truly appreciate the celebration of the Easter promise. This is more a time of doing 
things differently, not simply a time of giving things up. The full bloom of spring can only be accomplished 
with the harshness of the last days of winter. Without our changing how we behave, we cannot enter the 
fullness of the new “springtime.”  This is a season of change and for change.   
  
 
 
   
Night of Love.  This is a night of being attentive to God in thanksgiving for God who is always and 
everywhere attentive to you and me. One night out of the year we plan to spend with His Son, our Lord Jesus.  
Our example is the character of Nicodemus who comes to Jesus in the middle of the night to learn more about 
Jesus and about his very self too. The evening begins with an opportunity for the sacrament of Penance.  
Confessions will be heard from 6:00-7:30 PM in the Chapel. Three priests will be available. Following Stations 
of the Cross at 7:30 PM, Holy Mass will be celebrated at 8:15 PM. At its conclusion, the Sacred Host will be 
placed in the monstrance for Adoration throughout the night into early Saturday. Please sign up for a time in 
the Gathering Space. The effort you put forth to spend time with our Lord in this way will carry to you many 
graces not found elsewhere.

THE PASCHAL FAST 
“The Paschal Fast must be kept sacred. It should 
be celebrated everywhere on Good Friday, and 
where possible should be prolonged throughout 
Holy Saturday.” 

(Constitution on the Sacred Liturgy #110) 
  

Good Friday through Holy Saturday: 
These days are marked by fasting and abstinence 
from meat. Please note that these days are not part of 
Lent or the Lenten Fast. 

 

The Paschal Fast is a fast of anticipation. 
The observance of this most ancient fast is a 
solemn way to prepare ourselves for the reception 
of the Easter Communion. 

HOW DO WE FAST? 
The customary fast: 
This fast allows for only one full meal to be taken 
during the day. Two smaller meals are permitted, if 
necessary, to maintain strength according to one’s 
needs. Eating solid foods between meals is not  
permitted. 
 

The fast of the early church: 
This fast begins upon rising.  No meals are taken until 
the customary work day (5:00 PM) is ended. A glass 
of juice may be taken in the morning and simple  
liquids, such as water, coffee and tea during the day. 
The fast ends with a brief prayer followed by an  
adequate meal.  For many this may work as a more 
natural way to fast.   
 

Age Guidelines for fasting: 
Fasting is to be observed on Ash Wednesday and 
Good Friday by all Catholics who have celebrated 
their 18th birthday and who have not yet celebrated 
their 59th birthday. 

HOW DO WE ABSTAIN? 
Traditional abstinence: 
This is the practice of refraining from meat and meat 
products.   
Abstinence as penance:` 
Entering fully into the spirit of the Lenten Fast and  
the Paschal Fast, we are also encouraged to abstain  
from others foods, practices or activities. 
  
Age guidelines for abstinence: 
Abstinence is to be practiced by all who are 14 years  
of age and older. 

WHY DO WE FAST AND ABSTAIN? 
 

When we fast and abstain, we do it together: 
The practice of the Lenten Fast, and the Paschal Fast, is a  practice of the whole parish community. Though 
the fast is carried out personally we are united in our action through Jesus Christ. Our united fast and 
abstinence is our prayer to the Father through Jesus. Those who have already celebrated their 59th birthday 
are welcome to share with the community in these practices. However, they should take appropriate care 
regarding their personal health. 
  

Our actions speak louder than our words: 
Both personally and as a community we deliberately place ourselves in need (hunger being the most basic 
need). We do this to give concrete expression to our trust in God to give us the spiritual sustenance we 
require. Our joint action is intended to strengthen our deep belief that the God who raised Jesus from the 
dead also fills our every need.
