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From the Pastor’s Desk

Mountain-top Experiences. Mountain tops are fascinating locations. They afford us a view unlike any
other. Even if you don't get to an actual mountain top, you can simulate a part of the experience on the sky
deck of the formerly named John Hancock Building.

However, the calm environment of the 106th floor of the Sears, pardon me, Willis Tower should not be
confused with the windy, and some time treacherous landscape of a mountain top. These are generally
rugged places, wind-swept and until recent times, uninhabited. They were, and still are, places of mystery.

It is no wonder then, that God choses these locales to reveal Himself. In Genesis, He leads Abraham up a
mountain with Isaac, not just to test Abraham's faith, but to reveal a deeper plan; one to be fully known in
Christ. When Jesus goes up the mountain with His closest three disciples, it is to complete what Abraham
began’ to bring God's plan to fulfillment. Unlike Isaac who is singularly saved from Abraham's knife, Jesus
freely offers Himself to be slain to save all people

through His sacrifice. \\3 v v Vﬂ
Isaac went not knowing what his fate was to be. Jesus =
is on His way to Jerusalem (another mountain to <

ascend) knowing full well what He would have to do.

Isaac is spared the bloody sacrifice of his person by %
the angel's hand. Abraham proves his faith. Jesus, on o <

the other hand, is ministered by angels before His S
impending passion, but not spared. In His faithfulness == \
to the Father, He redeems our unfaithfulness. He is

justified through His resurrection. Isaac is spared only =
to die at a later time, while Jesus knowingly makes

Himself the sacrifice and ushers in the era of New 1
Life. Jesus lives, to save us and Isaac and all who
came before.

Mountain tops can reveal a lot about the landscape around us. Jesus takes us to the mountain top to see what
His real position and purpose are for us. He shows Himself as our God, as the true God, Son of the eternal
Father. He converses with Moses and Abraham on that mountain top, perhaps to be strengthened by their
need for His act of redemption about to unfold. Perhaps they are encouraged by the Lord, that their long
wait to be with God fully will soon be over. At any rate, this divine grouping gives us both courage and
hope that our Lenten journey will not end in a cold tomb, but in the warmth of a New Dawn.

The disciples, present to witness this event, are dumbfounded by what they see and hear. They do not
understand fully. We, by their preaching, have an advantage. We are asked to follow the one who will lead
us through every difficulty. Our troubles are not removed, but they hold within them, because of Jesus'
faithfulness to God, the possibility to be transformed into opportunities for you and me; opportunities for us
to draw closer to God by exercising more trust and more hope. Where there is faith (trust) and hope, Love
always follows, Eternal Love that makes us live forever.
