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From the Pastor’s Desk  
G.I.F.T.  We are enhancing our present to be ready for our future. Our parish will soon celebrate its 150th year in 
2024. Growing Into the Future Together is our parish effort to provide top quality air standards for our students in 
our school building with badly needed air-conditioning for both the day students and the students who come in the 
evening for Faith Formation. In addition, it is time to provide a new parish administrative center that is handicapped 
accessible and stable. The present parish offices encompass three floors of a 
wood framed building that was designed as a residential structure and is not 
accessible. The front part of the building is 100+ years old and the back half is 
over 70 years old. A new parish administration center will allow for everyone to 
be able to access the building to do ministerial, school and parish business. It will 
also provide a safe and ample place through which our Good Samaritan food 
pantry can care for the less fortunate.    
To meet this challenge, we have embarked on a five year campaign. Thus far, we have raised over $3.5 million 
dollars and are 28%  away from our goal of $5 million with only 320 gifts. We need everyone to participate at some 
level to accomplish these two goals. As we move into our next 150 years, let us honor all we have received from 
the people who sacrificed for us in the past and so continue Growing Into the Future Together. Participating in 
G.I.F.T. is recognizing the gifts you have received from God by sharing some of those gifts for the continued work 
of His Church, your parish. 
  
Sweet Memories.  The strongest memories I have from my childhood about Palm Sunday and Holy Week are 
all somehow liturgical in nature. They centered around things that either happened during the liturgies of Holy 
Week or the domestic liturgical mood of our household. Things like, long gospel readings (the Passion), kneeling 
and standing—and kneeling and standing, etc. during the Good Friday liturgy, keeping silence at home, no TV or 
games, etc. on Good Friday from 12:00-3:00 PM.  The smell of sausage cooking that we could not eat, as we were 
fasting, but needed to be ready for the blessing of Easter foods the next day. The special feeling of Jesus’ presence 
when I would go to the Holy Thursday Adoration, Garden of Gethsemane, after the Holy Thursday Mass. The 
smells of the entire three days, interwoven with incense, wonderful Easter foods, spring flowers and lilies.    
I am sure my memories are fairly familiar to you as well. It is to those memories that I will add yet another Holy 
Week full of memorable moments. I really don’t know what I would be like if I did not have these memories of the 
Lord’s Supper, feet being washed and spending time with Jesus in the “garden.” The memories of feeling sorrowful 
on Good Friday and approaching the Cross to kiss it, knowing I too am called to carry the Cross I reverence. The 
memories of groping in the dark before the Holy Vigil on Saturday, and then seeing the church lit with a kind of 
divine radiance from the Paschal Candle and the candles we carried lit from that fire of Life; praying as new water 
was blessed for our Easter and renewing our baptismal vows.   
These memories take me to another place, to what God has prepared for all of us. These memories help me to know 
what I am about in the here and now as I ready myself for the Christ to come again. These are gifts that all those 
who walked with me over my many Holy Weeks, parents, friends, classmates, and fellow parishioners, are given to 
bring us a taste of the joy that is to come.     
Perhaps you have not renewed these memories for yourself over the last few or even several years. Take advantage 
of the beauty of these gifts of God’s comfort. Come away with Jesus and walk with Him. Join Peter and the other 
disciples for the greatest and most significant drama that has ever unfolded. No, more than just a drama, a reality 
that presents itself fully to us again this week. When you walk with Jesus this week, you will walk with Him just as 
He did the first time.     
Yes, it takes time. Yes, the gospels are long. Yes, there is a lot of spiritual exercising in both a physical and mental 
sense. Yes, there are temptations to desert Him like the first disciples. Yes, there are many occasions to be 
reconciled to Jesus too. Yes, you will have to make time to do this walk. Yes, it will challenge you. Yes, there is 
some amount of suffering to endure. Yes, it is far easier to shop or watch T.V. Yes, it can be easy to say, “I’ll do it 
next year.”     
And yes, it will jar your memories and invite you to a deeper faith and it promises something that nothing else can; 
the experience lived, the memories gained, the promised witnessed will be the best thing you can do for yourself 
and your family to be ready for Easter and for the eternal Easter too.
