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From the Pastor’s Desk  
The Art of Transformation!  When I wake up in the morning and look in the mirror, I don’t find my 
face “dazzling as the sun,” transformed, as the Gospel today relates. I don’t think that my experience in this 
vein is all that uncommon. Most of us do not move from one “mountaintop” experience to another. Rather, we  
encounter God “down in the valley;” during those times when we are stripped of our defenses and can only 
find hope in God’s grace.     
Jesus’ transfiguration is presented as grand and monumental but  
notice what lies behind the splendor— Christ’s approaching passion 
and death. This event that the three disciples witness on the  
mountaintop is not the place where they will stay. Indeed, even 
though Peter wants to build some tents for the glorified visitors, he 
cannot do so. No, Jesus is very aware that this brief episode is  
merely a foreshadowing of the eternal glory to be revealed through 
Him by His passion and death.        
Christ’s passion and death is the deep “valley” experience that 
makes possible the mountaintop of the Resurrection. St. Paul makes 
this clear throughout his writings. The valleys of our life are the  
necessary elements that make our resurrection with Jesus possible.  
So don’t panic if you feel your life is not made up of enough  
mountaintop experiences. It was Jesus’ passion and death that led to 
His being fully trans-figured, reborn unto the eternal. We are  
baptized in His likeness and so then we too follow the pattern of His transformation; through our sufferings, 
united in Christ, we are transformed into New Life.     
August is certainly a month that seems to be more like coming down from the mountain than being on top of 
it. All the graduation parties have faded with June and the fireworks have left us like July. Our Fun Fest is 
closing this first weekend of August and now we are in the throes of the dog-days of August, the month in 
which we have no significant civic holiday to celebrate. Indeed, August is like an anti-celebration. It is the 
month in which school begins again. These last days of summer can certainly seem to be downhill.   
Yet, though the August sun tires us out, we are still beckoned to look for the dazzling presence of God in our 
daily work. This is not easy, but it is simple. To see God more clearly in our daily tasks begins with prayer.  
Not a long prayer, just a short prayer asking the Holy Spirit to open your eyes today to see that your hands are 
Christ’s, your feet are Christ’s, your voice is Christ’s, your heart is Christ’s and so whatever you encounter or 
do — you are one with Christ in the doing and encountering. It is good to remind yourself of this throughout 
the day and then to reflect upon it before you go to sleep.    
When you and I do this, we don’t need to watch TV specials that tell us about miracles or angels in our midst.  
When we decide to look at the world through God’s eyes, the eyes of Christ, the eyes of the ever-present  
Spirit, we experience miracles and angels and even more; we see God glorified in a small baby, a beggar, a 
troubled friend, or a friendly youth. When we see this, we too are transformed and become more like the One 
we seek to gaze upon forever.
