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From the Pastor’s Desk

Happy Endings is as American as Apple Pie. In the revision of the story of the Wizard of Oz, the
ending is changed. Those of us who grew up with the movie version with Judy Garland know that at the end
of the movie Dorothy wields a bucket of water to save the scarecrow from burning and at the same time
douses the wicked witch of the West. The water does not cleanse her but melts her instead. But apparently this
ending is too sad for the writers of Wicked. Why should we judge the Wicked Witch? After all, there might be
extenuating circumstances that led her to be wicked. Today, what we have seen as bad has now been

rewritten to be good and the good is presented as the real evil. There has to be a happier ending to the Dorothy
story. So, the Witch runs off instead with the Scarecrow to live happily ever after.

The experience of this new musical is age old and we see it in today’s Gospel. Peter is like the modern
audience; any hint of tragedy is not acceptable. Jesus’ end must be happy. This estimation by Peter is one
made on human standards. For Peter and his fellow disciples, there can be no talk of failure; that would be

disheartening.

Like Peter, you and I also get caught up in this expectation of happy endings — always. But we know, as did
he, that our need for happy endings in this life really takes us away from the eternal happiness of the life for
which we are destined. Indeed, the many things that this world counts for loss are really gain. The tragic
happenings that come into everyone’s life and the sadness that every human being experiences is what makes
us long for, and prepare ourselves for, the mountain on which there will be no more tears or weeping, sadness

or separation.

Jesus tells us forcefully, like Peter, not to be fooled by this world’s veneer of happy endings. To see a happy
outcome as a right in this life or to feel it must be so or all is lost is to fall into the camp of the great tempter,
Satan. Satan wants us to think that happiness here is the most important thing. But for you and I to strive to be
always satisfied and happy here, inevitably leads us to deprive someone else of their happiness. Satan is not
stupid, because if we are fat and happy, we really don’t care about those who are not, too bad for them!

This is the reason Jesus is so forceful in His response to Peter; “Get behind me, Satan!” We too need to be just
as forceful. For if Peter’s unknowing temptation to Jesus could have jeopardized the salvation of all humanity,
how much more can this type of temptation deprive us of the salvation Jesus has already gained for us?
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We will have Eucharistic Adoration starting after the 11: 30 AM Mass. Please see the
list below for suggested times so we can be assured that there is someone present all day.
