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From the Pastor’s Desk

Why does God allow violence against the innocent? Why? Where is God in the recent, well
publicized, shootings of young people gathered for a parade or in their school to learn? Where is God when
violence and hate seem to rage at these moments or at the other numerous times when violence is unleashed
in abusive homes or a random bullet strikes an innocent bystander? These moments of blatant violence leave
you and me speechless. The first response is our hope that the offenders are caught and given the same
treatment.

I am amazed that out of these tragedies, many victims and their families are not always caught up in the
“Why did God do this?” question. Certainly, these people are angry but they refuse to hate. Rather, they
move towards forgiveness for those who have caused such a tragedy. In doing so, they often state that they
cannot allow the hate of the offender to be perpetuated by hatred on their part. Where do these people get the
strength to do something like this?

Jesus let go of His equality with God and emptied Himself for
our sakes. Jesus puts our needs above His own; He humbles
Himself for us. Jesus is their example and ours. St. Paul makes
it clear that if we wish to live in harmony with one another,
we must put the needs of others ahead of our own. Jesus is the
example for this behavior and His attitude was met by God
with His glorification in the resurrection. The forgiveness and
the humility that leads one to forgo revenge does not make the
hurt go away, nor does it hold up the offense as acceptable.
Humility and the forgiveness it breeds in us frees the victim
from the control of hate.

Following Jesus’ lead, you and I can practice this quality

every time we watch the news or read the newspaper. Although the events of violence reported do not
directly affect us, they do have an effect on our attitude and consequently on our actions. In a sense, we are
victims of violence and hate each time a reported case boils our blood and stirs our anger. At those times,
pray to approach the violent news as Jesus would, Jesus who emptied Himself. Pray for the humility to know
that the hate you see or read about can easily consume you and so pray that you forgive, so God can control
you and not God’s opposite, violence and hate.
