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From the Pastor’s Desk  
Surprise!  You’re invited!  In a society that has produced the sayings; “party on!,” “party animal,” and 
“life is a party,” we might find it hard to believe the story we hear today in Matthew’s Gospel. How could 
anyone turn down an invitation to a grand party, especially to the King’s party? Most people would never  
reject an invitation to party with royalty unless of course we are caught by surprise with the invitation which 
demands our response immediately. Such a last-minute invitation can upset the balance of our schedule,  
demanding flexibility. In such cases, we have to set aside our important tasks, we have to surrender our 
freedom to the surprise invitation. This is exactly Matthew’s point in relaying this story told by Jesus.  
In the story, notice that all the invited guests unexpectedly receive the invitation and they are “expected” to 
attend. They take offense at this presumption by the King, so much so that in their anger they rebel and kill 
his servants. These first guests are not about to be told what to do and when to do it. It is far easier to accept 
an invitation that does not interrupt our schedule. Last minute invitations, and the expectations that  
accompany them, can certainly get under our skin. Such spontaneity is an infringement on our “freedom.”    
Some of the best parties are surprise parties. If we are expecting a gold engraved invitation from God to be 
dressed and ready for the party God has planned from the beginning of time, we wait in vain. Jesus was clear 
in His preaching that God’s celebration is already happening in the 
events and in the people around us.    
Every time we see God in the persons we read about in the newspaper 
or the persons we meet during the day and treat them with the  
deference we would treat God, we accept God’s surprise invitation. 
Every time you and I are generous, when we sacrifice and trust that 
God will sanctify our sacrifice, we embrace this King’s invitation.    
God gives you and me plenty of opportunities to practice the virtue of 
trust, but if I see those opportunities as intrusions, then I learn no more 
than to trust only in myself and not God’s providence.    
Events like the recent natural disasters or a loved one’s sickness or even our need to raise the funds to be  
prepared for the future of St. Michael’s Parish; giving our children good air quality in the school building and 
providing for the continued growth and development of our many ministries with a new and accessible Parish 
Administration center do not happen on our individual personal schedules. They are often invitations to trust, 
to practice the kind of trust we will need to be able to enter into God’s heavenly feast.    
The story makes it clear what will happen to us if we do not accept the invitation, the surprise of God’s call.  
The great news is that God’s grace, His loving presence, has already preceded the call and so you and I need 
to be open, trusting that the One who invites us to be generous will never let us down. 
 
Mark Your Calendars NOW!  Next year our feast day, September 29th, falls on a Sunday. This is 
most propitious as we will be celebrating our 150th year next September 29, 2024. A once-in-a-life-time  
celebration is being planned. Mark your calendar now in your Android or iPhone, You will not want to miss 
this one!  
There will be one large Mass that Sunday at Mt. Calvary. Recreating the beloved picture (which hangs in St. 
Patrick Hall) of our forbearers in the faith who celebrated there 100 years ago. All the priests who have  
ministered here over the years and the Sisters will be invited.    
This very special Mass, and the reception to follow, will be the event of the decade. You and your children 
will not see it again for 50 years or more.  So mark your calendars now. Invite any of our parishioners you 
know who have moved over the years to come back and celebrate with us. Be present for this special event of 
Thanksgiving for 150 years of faith, fellowship and service.
