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From the Pastor’s Desk

The Center of the Circle. Confusion seems to reign these days; confusion about many things social and
political. Trouble in our city streets, in the Middle East, in Ukraine and even in the domestic life of far too
many people. Turbulences in our faith also raise our eyebrows. Some people think that the Church is not
clear enough, strict enough or pious enough. Others think that the Church is too strict on some matters,
unfocused on other matters and still not pious enough. There is both fear and hope swirling around the
Synod on Synodality taking place at the Vatican this month and next October. So, what is most important?
That everyone pray the Rosary — that everyone sing a certain style of music in only one language — that you
are a serious Catholic if you belong to a Bible Study group? What is
most central to our faith?

The central command Jesus gives us is to love God: to love God with all
our heart, soul and mind and to love our neighbor as ourselves. Jesus
calls you and me to love God as much as we love our heart that keeps us
alive. Jesus wants us to love God so deeply that we understand that our
very being/soul is found only with God, in prayer. Jesus implores us to
love God so much that we are eager to read and study about God and
God’s revelation in this world. All three are necessary but in order to
have a truly balanced love of God, we must love other people as we love
our very self.

A balanced love for God is always expressed in our actions. Thus, Jesus
forever connects the two commandments into one. Loving God cannot be
accomplished fully without loving our neighbor. Notice, there is no
footnote to delineate who our neighbor is and who our neighbor is not. Loving our neighbor can only come
when we learn to love who we are. That is why Jesus connects loving God with all our heart, mind and soul
to loving ourselves. To love someone hinges on how we know someone. The more we find out about our
Divine Creator, the more we discover who we really are. We discover that we are the vessels of God. If our
mind is united to God’s in Jesus, then our heart beats with life built on genuine love that comes from God in
Jesus.

This is not some “nice idea” about love. This love is strong and terrible. Strong, in that it cannot be quenched
by critics, suspicion, naysayers or prophets of doom. It is terrible because it demands of every Christian a
movement of surrender of “self” to the Will of God, which is hard to do, but is possible when we hand
ourselves over daily to God in our work, prayer and play.

When we see God’s image in us, we must see it in others too. So, what is most central to our faith? It is this
journey to love God with our whole self and so to come to love ourselves as God’s image and to love our
neighbor’s as God’s image. Boiled down, this means to act with mercy and charity. All of our prayers,
devotions and study must point us to this greatest command. It is essential we keep our eye on the ball, as
they say. Keep our eyes fixed on Christ who shows us the way to love and give ourselves to God.
