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From the Pastor’s Desk

Be Prepared. Any scout worth their merit badges will tell you this is a fundamental attitude of scouting.
Years ago there was a motel chain that once had the slogan “We’ll leave the light on for you.” Someone, we
don’t even know, on some lonely stretch of the interstate will be waiting up, alert for you or me to arrive.

The Gospel story today speaks about the importance of being
ready and alert. This is an important task for every follower of
Jesus. Staying alert is not always easy though. There is much in
our society that would have us dull our senses and postpone our
getting ready. Attitudes like “look out for yourself” or “get ahead
whatever the cost” or “enjoy the moment and don’t worry about
the future” are some of those unhelpful detours. These are the I
mantra of the foolish virgins in the Gospel story. Our being ready \
for the Lord’s coming demands from us an attitude of !‘ﬂ
B

preparedness throughout our lives. -

How do we prepare and remain alert? Daily prayer is the most
reliable way for you and me to stay alert. Our daily prayer will remind us of who we are and where we are
going. In this same regard, our weekly Sunday gathering is meant to keep our minds and hearts on what is
most lasting. Prayer, both private and public, keeps our wicks trimmed. In addition, certain actions are
needed. Caring for the poor by giving from our treasure, time and talents keeps us alert to God in our world
in His most distressing disguise. Sharing with others their grief and joy, their sadness and hopes, being
authentic in our friendships, keeps us alert to God’s presence in ourselves and others.

Jesus wants to make it clear that those who consistently try to ready themselves for His presence in their lives
will enjoy that life changing presence. It is never too late to begin one’s preparations and live a life more alert
of God’s presence. But if one never begins, how could one be ready for God’s coming?

When losing something does not mean it is LOST! The falling leaves of November bring to mind
many things. There is a type of wedding between beauty and death in this passage from one season into
another. Is this a strange union? Maybe not.

Remembering our brothers and sisters who have passed from this life to the next during this month leads us
to reflect on our frail nature. Even the strongest give way to death, even great football players must surrender.
We have to ask: How can something so inevitable, so normal in the course of nature and so much a part of
everyday existence be presented to us as evil, indeed almost sinful? For this is how modern western society
would want us to see death.

It is no easier for a faithful Christian to lose someone close to him or her as it is for someone who is not
Christian. Loss is loss. But for us loss is not LOST forever. The funeral rites of the Church have organically
grown out of the need for Christians to honestly deal with death, its loss and its promise. The different parts
of the funeral rite -- the wake or vigil service held at the funeral home or in a church, the Funeral Mass and
the internment or rite of committal at the cemetery -- leads us on a journey of remembrance of our deceased
loved one and of the journey of Jesus from the Upper Room, to the hill of Calvary, to the tomb. There our
faithful departed rest, as we will, waiting like Jesus did for the great resurrection.

For eternal life does not rest in the fragile memories and feelings of you or me but in the eternal memory, the
everlasting heart of God. Those who have passed before us have done so on the path laid down by Christ.
