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From the Pastor’s Desk

God’s Will is Our Freedom. The effects of a society are inescapable. Societies are the repository for
shared values and taboos. These values are sometimes in sync with the virtues of the Christian life and some
are not. The taboos of a society too, are sometimes in harmony with
the Christian moral perspective and some are not. Consequently,
there is not a society in history or in existence today that is totally
evil or totally true and just.

Even though our society has a belief in charity and justice, it is
colored most assuredly by our other societal values of extreme
individualism, personal rights, winning and a radical sense of
equality that often reduces things to the lowest common
denominator and leads us to assume that God see things just like
we do. So, we begin to envision God as not being capable of
anger or judgment.

In the Gospel reading, God separates those who have done and do
His will from those who have chosen, in their freedom, to ignore
God’s message. Those condemned are not condemned by God but
by their own actions.

You and I are given a choice everyday to use our freedom, to freely
choose the Will of the one who gave us that freedom. Not to choose God’s Will for us is to make a choice to
accept society’s will for us. Christ can not be my King or your King if we do not give Him allegiance.

Sometimes it is easier to see the clarity of our choice when we consider society’s will. To choose the will of
our society is to choose the “rat race” as it is often called. It is to choose the value of competition, keeping up
with the Jones’ and to never be satisfied with what you have, but always to look for the next big thing; the
next “in” fashion or the next relationship after you tire of the present one. It is to be a slave of one’s desires,
which in all honesty can be quite fickle. It is to really relinquish your freedom to the “taste makers” and
fleeting desires of a society that prides itself on science but ignores the evidence of science.

Reality is exchanged for perception. I am born a man but I “feel” like a woman, therefore I must be a woman
even though I am born a man. Many studies over the years have clearly pointed out that living together
before a marriage does not help the future marriage but rather increases the chances of divorce. Reality is
trumped by perception. This is the choice when we do not choose to take on the Will of the One who in the
end will call us to task for our choices.

God does forgive when we turn to Him. Yet, we must remember we cannot fool God. We cannot say we
follow Him when in fact we do not or we pick and choose. Killing is wrong, yet, our society judges when life
is given by setting an arbitrary border between what is in the womb and what is outside the womb? How can
I judge that killing this person is OK but killing this one is not? How can I decide that this person is worthy
of my assistance, but judge that this other person is not worthy of my mercy? This is just human silliness.
Are we to take issue with a God that judges? We now judge and do so most poorly and with great prejudice.

So, what is clear? It is clear that you and I are given the gift of free will by the Author of true freedom.
Freedom is not the removal of any boundaries, but is the acceptance the boundaries laid down by the King of
the Universe. If you wish to enjoy true freedom take on the gentle yoke of Jesus; for the yoke society gives is
not fashioned for your ultimate comfort and will drag you down.

God gives you and me, and indeed the whole world, a lot of time to figure this out, but not a one of us knows
how much time that is in the end. Let us hasten then to join the sheep, accepting God’s Will daily, asking for
wisdom and patience so we do not lose heart as we live in this life, looking for the Life to come.
