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From the Pastor’s Desk

Gifts that keep giving! The feast for which we have been preparing has just begun. Yet, no doubt, some
Christmas trees will find their home on the curbside or back into storage in the next day or two. Americans
are very good at preparing to celebrate something, whether it’s Valentine's Day, Halloween or our birthday.
We do well with the concept of a “one” day celebration, but feasts like Christmas or Easter are longer than
one day. We are not used to living with a feast for longer than one day, so exhausted do we make ourselves
preparing for the celebration.

The great events of Christmas are too important to be celebrated for _]ust one day. Indeed, the mysteries that
are celebrated in the seasons of Christmas or Easter gy

are presented to us as a series of connected feasts.
What begins in the cold darkness of Christmas Eve
is a gift to you and me that keeps on giving during
the several weeks that follow December 25th.

The Advent-Christmas schedule you received at the
beginning of Advent purposefully goes beyond
January 1st. We see in that schedule that the feast of
Christmas can more accurately be called the Feasts
of Christmas. The deep mystery of God becoming a
human being is celebrated in many different ways to
help us more fully understand and appreciate how
awesome this event is for us and the world.

Opening up the biggest package under the tree and leaving the smaller ones untouched is unthinkable. No!
We open all the presents we are given. The same holds true when it comes to the “reason for the season.”
The gift of God living among us, Emmanuel, is wrapped up in several presents. We open up the first gift on
Christmas Day, but unless you and I unwrap the other gifts presented to us in the days and weeks to follow, it
is nearly impossible to appreciate what was given on December 25th. Advent is preparation, not for one day,
but for a season of gifts that keep coming to us. Like the song says, “On the first day of Christmas my true
love gave to me.... ”

Marriage Preparation 1t is at this time of the year and in the month ahead that many young people get
engaged. If you or someone (another Catholic) is getting engaged, please remember that you need to contact
the parish office no less than six months in advance. Contacting the parish office nine months in advance is
best. The Deacons and I are charged with the responsibility to help couples prepare for the Sacrament of
Marriage. This preparation is bolstered by other married couples in the parish and it takes time. The whole six
months is needed. We want to help you have a successful and happy marriage, not just a nice wedding day.

CONSECRECRATION TO THE HOLY FAMILY

How toPrepare

In preparation for a Consecration to the Holy Family, your family should not only
decide to dedicate themselves to the Holy Family’s intercession but also
acknowledge that the family is sacred.

The decision to consecrate your family needs to be intentional and a process
which you completely surrender to God through the Holy Family. You are accept-
ing the truth that salvation history was changed forever by a family and that
through your domestic church, you are called to love their example.

Four suggested steps before praying the Consecration to the Holy Family:

1. Discuss the importance of this consecration as a family and why you are doing it.

2. Each member of your family is strongly encouraged to go to the sacrament of Reconciliation.

3. As afamily, intentionally choose something to fast from. The fast should be for at least a week. As our
physical bodies are drawn to things of the world. It is strongly encouraged that you fast from something
that you would normally consume or do. Fasting helps to discipline our minds and hearts to refrain from
secular activities and be more focused on God.

4. Prepare for the commitment you are making. Consecration to the Holy Family is not a single event.
You have chosen a way of life for your family. You and your family are consciously choosing to be a
beacon of light of God’s love through His church.
