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From the Pastor’s Desk

Great expectations bring great joy. When a child is born into a family, there is great joy and
expectation; joy that God has blessed the family with such a wonderful gift and, expectation that this little
baby will grow to become a wonderful human being. The birth of a child encourages everyone in the family to
reflect on their own birth and consequent life. Hopes that a newborn will grow, learn and become a good and

successful adult are what fuel our joy at the birth of a
child.

Our second birth is no different. There is much joy at a
baptism. The joy experienced at witnessing a child’s
baptism is shallow if we have little expectations for them
as a follower of Jesus. The Rite of Baptism many times
speaks of the expectations of the faithful who witness the
event and the expectations of the newly baptlzed infant or D

member we enter once agam the waters of our own
baptism. Waters that breed joy and expectation. You and I
are moved to reflect upon our own baptism and our life as
we have lived it in Christ.

Our first birth or that of any child is a birth that cannot promise eternal results. Only an earthly and limited life
is ours by virtue of our first birth. That is why our second birth into Jesus’ life, passion, death and resurrection
is essential for us to have any hope of moving beyond the limits of time to the unfettered love of God in this
life and the fruition of this life in eternity.

The Christmas Season ends today on the Feast of the Baptism of the Lord. This joyful season concludes with
Jesus coming out of the Jordan to GO FORTH to live in God’s grace and to do God’s work. It is no accident
that we draw the joy of Christmas to a close with the expectation of what this child Jesus is to become. There
is no reason for a joy-filled Christmas if we do not have an expectation that it will lead us to live our baptism
more closely in the year that follows.

Jesus’ baptism is recounted for you and me so we can reflect upon our baptism. His commissioning is
recounted so we can recall how we have been called from heaven by God: “You are my son, my daughter, on
whom my favor rests.” These words have an air of joy and expectation; joy that we are God’s children, heirs
to God’s life, and expectation that we will live and grow in our life in Christ. You and I are sent forth from the
joy of Christmas to live that life our Christmas parties have just celebrated.

Priestly Prayers All of us have been baptized into the priesthood of Jesus and this being the case, all of us
do what priests are supposed to do, that is, pray for others. I am always thankful to those who let me know they
are praying for me. I often say: "I certainly need them” and that is true. I take it most seriously when I am
asked to pray for someone. I either remember them when I am praying Morning or Evening Prayer or during a
rosary or at Mass. It is good to ask each other for prayer. When sickness or disease enters ones life we should
never be shy to seek each other’s prayers. Prayer is very powerful and strengthens our bond of charity. When
praying for someone who is ill, it is not necessary to enquire about all the details of the illness; Jesus didn't ask
for a complete diagnostic before He healed and neither should we. It is enough to pray for God’s will to be
done for the person who asks our prayers.

I would ask for your prayers as this week I will be traveling to Mayo Clinic in Rochester to have a total
shoulder replacement. It seems all my cartilage is gone in the right shoulder. Go figure! The surgery should go
well and I am confident in the experience and skill of my surgeon. But prayers are always welcome and
needed. I will have surgery on Thursday, January 13th. Fr. Muha is accompanying me and will drive me home
a few days after the surgery. [ will be in a sling, the arm immobile, for several weeks. I will not be celebrating
Mass publicly for the rest of January. I hope to celebrate Mass once again in February, albeit a bit more slowly
with only one arm able to be used until the sling can be removed. Thanks for your prayers. You will all be in
mine as well.
