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From the Pastor’s Desk  
Fr. Jacob is writing articles during Fr. Marty’s recovery. 
 
Last week, I informed you that I would be taking a few weeks to write about vocations to the priesthood (see 
bulletin from Jan 15th/16th) while Fr. Marty is out recovering from surgery (see bulletin from Jan 8th/9th if 
you missed it).  Please keep praying for him! 
 
On the topic of vocations to the priesthood, I wanted to highlight a question that has been asked of me before.  
"Father, why are there less vocations to the priesthood currently than in the past?" It is true. According to the 
Center for Applied Research in the Apostolate (CARA) the number of diocese priests (like me) and religious 
order priests (Francisicans, Jesuits, Carmelites, etc.) have been on a steady decline every decade from 1975 
until now. When many have tried to craft answers, the possibilities abound. Some cite the clergy abuse  
scandal as a main culprit, and as a young priest, that is a hard pill to swallow. Many have suffered in the wake 
of the recent scandals of the Church, and the reputation of the priesthood has understandably suffered a black 
eye. 
 
On the other hand, there are other reasons that seem to get thrown into the mix when speaking about the  
decrease of priestly vocations as well. One is that the radical cultural shifts of the 1960’s made it difficult for 
someone to fathom embracing a life committed to celibacy. Others have pointed to the declining number of 
practicing Catholics in the United States, and the overall declining religiosity of our world. 
 
As a new priest, and someone that came through seminary in the wake of the abuse crisis and the publication 
of the Pennsylvania report in 2018, the seminary was filled with men who were surely deeply saddened by the 
sins of the clergy, but it only seemed to strengthen our resolve to be apart of the Church that would work  
towards healing, the health of the clergy, and sharing the hope of the Good News that only Jesus Christ can 
offer to us. In addition, while counter-cultural, celibacy is a discipline embraced by the priests of the Latin 
Rite of the Catholic Church to conform ourselves to the person of Jesus Christ. As Christ offered His heart for 
His people, Roman Catholic priests are challenged with the same task, and I would be remiss if I didn’t  
mention how rewarding the life of celibacy really is! 
 
Another reason and I think the one to focus on is that, while God is calling men to the priesthood, they have 
not been equipped to properly listen. When I think back to my own vocation story, in the context of middle 
school and high school, priesthood never really came up in conversation with nearly anyone. I thought I would 
have a “normal” life filled with picket fences, a family, two cars in the garage, and maybe a few family pets.  
Instead, I was met with the challenge that in order to really answer the question of if I was called to be a 
priest, I would have to learn how to actually find out, and luckily for me, my upbringing and formation in  
college had given me great tools for discerning a priestly vocation. 
 
So then, how does one discern? Really, what are the best practices for someone discerning their vocation?   
In the space I have left, I want to offer you three concrete things that someone can do to discern a vocation, or 
really any decision in their life. Firstly, I have heard it said that God cannot move a parked car. In order to  
discern any decision, it is so important to set aside time to embrace silence in prayer. While one can use tools 
to assist in this silence like a good spiritual book or the Scriptures, it is of vital importance for the prayer life 
of anyone to have some kind of silence in their life, if at all possible in front of a tabernacle, every single day.  
Secondly, how truly important it is to have a devotion to the Blessed Mother. It has been said that no one can 
love the Blessed Mother more than Jesus. In imitating Him, we should love the Mother of Our Lord, and have 
some kind of devotional life with Mary as she will lead us to her Son. Lastly, it is impossible to make these 
kinds of decisions on our own. If you or someone you know is wrestling with the question of vocation,  
discernment, or any big decisions in life, it can be useful to talk to a priest. Sharing your story with someone 
else is helpful, can shed light on what to do next, and the priest may even give you some helpful pointers. 
 
Together, we can share this knowledge with someone that needs it, you can learn more yourself, and we can 
all pray for an increase of vocations to the priesthood. While it seems like a daunting task, it should be the first 
step, since we know God will take care of us in our greatest of needs.
