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From the Pastor’s Desk  
Hard to Believe.  Sometimes things are hard to believe. The sudden passing 
of a loved one or meeting a long lost friend. Thomas finds it hard to believe.  
So do we many times. We find it difficult to believe that God forgives you and 
me for everything, and we find it even more difficult to believe that we are to do 
the same with others as God does with us. Thomas, however, is open to 
believing and he does in the end. After experiencing God’s presence in our 
lives, do we believe or do we expect further proof?  We are all prone to 
doubting but are you and I just as willing to believe that Jesus is really alive in 
our life, in this day and age? He is alive when we join Him in offering to those 
who hurt us the same peace He offers to you and me.  
The lesson Thomas teaches is not about doubting but believing. He is unjustly 
remembered as the doubting Thomas. This is sad because his greater act was the 
ability to move beyond doubt to belief.  

This belief is essential for us as we celebrate God’s divine mercy offered to us in Jesus Christ. We 
commemorate this Sunday as the Sunday of Divine Mercy. We can sometimes be like Thomas and doubt 
God’s mercy for us and for our world. Yet, that mercy is extended to us not to justify our sinfulness but to 
correct our willful disobedience. The counter to this disobedience is Jesus’ obedience to God’s will, to suffer 
and die for us to gain for us eternal life. We are drawn into this mystery of life and death in our daily human 
existence,. Through Jesus’ divine mercy we can grapple with it knowing that we will always end up on the 
side of life. So like Thomas we can exclaim, My Lord and My God. 
 
Never Waste a Crisis.  Today, as we celebrate this Second Sunday of Easter, Divine Mercy Sunday, we 
do so with joy as our children receive their First Holy Communion. Yet, we also gather with some uneasiness 
as we know that tonight we will leave this building and move over to the air-conditioned school gym, our 
gym-church. Our move is necessitated by the unfortunate smoke event that happened in January of 2021.  
This whole church building needs to be not just cleaned but the entire ductwork system will be removed and 
replaced because the oily carbon residue left from this smoke event cannot be sealed in the ducts. Fortunately 
our insurance is covering the cost of the work and our move to our gym-church.  
This crisis, of sorts, is a good time to reflect upon our unity as a parish which is not based solely on where we 
gather to pray but how we pray where ever we find ourselves. It is fitting that we take a proper leave of this 
building in a prayerful spirit. Evening Prayer tonight at 5:00 PM is an important step in making use of this 
unfortunate crisis.    
This time can be used by you and me to splinter away from each other liked dried out wood, or it can be used 
as a time to purposefully stay together, united in prayer around the Altar of our Risen Lord. During Easter 
time we are regularly watered with the water of our baptism. This can stand as a reminder to us to stay green 
and supple as the branches of a healthy vine. This will be to our long term advantage as a parish community. 
Bending a bit in order to stay united as Jesus’ people in the midst of this inconvenience will afford us 
substantial dividends now and in the future.    
The strength of a family is shown when times get dicey, and there is some challenge to unite around and grow 
through. It is the same for us, our church family. A flyer with information about our gathering for weekday 
Mass tomorrow and attending church next Saturday evening and Sunday morning will be handed out to each 
of you after Mass this weekend.  Please keep this information for reference, especially in the first few weeks, 
as we adjust ourselves to new patterns of parking, traffic and activities.
