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From the Pastor’s Desk

Being true to ‘The Word’ Precociousness in a young child is seen as entertaining, To one degree or another we
all had our stage of precociousness. It is a particular habit of young children to cut through the social niceties
and overwrought definitions of the more seasoned adults to the heart of the matter.

Jesus appeals to our childhood talent to see straight through to the simple heart of the matter. Jesus simply
says, “Anyone who loves me will be true to my word...whoever does not love me does not keep my words.”
There are no qualifiers in his statement. The “word” Jesus refers to is his law of love. He gave them his
“word” earlier in John’s gospel story, “love one another as I have loved you.” Keeping his “word” opens us
up for God to dwell in us. Sounds simple — maybe too simple.

Like so many simple things, you and I find many complications with Jesus’ words. We say: “what about
fairness and what about people who hurt me?” “What about justice” (sometimes translated as vengeance)?
There are many more “buts,” “whats,” and “whys” by which we complicate the simple words of Jesus.

Maybe we should ask, “how?” How do we keep Jesus’ word so we can be open to God living within us?
Living the law of love is an act of continual charity. Charity means exercising kindness. Kindness is the act
of loving. Kindness in the words we speak about others, kindness in our thoughts towards those with whom
we disagree, kindness towards ourselves, seeking patience and wisdom regarding our own faults, and
kindness in the giving of our gifts.

Kindness in giving of our worldly goods for the work of the Church cannot be overlooked. Participation in
the life of Christ’s Body, the Church is both spiritual or corporeal, is essential. Our Sunday offering, gifts to
special collections and various ministries of the parish are all actions of kindness that lead us to deeper trust
in God’s providence for our lives. Without such acts of trusting kindness, we cannot grow in God’s presence
nor see how God dwells in us as he promised.

The Feast of Corpus Christi! On Sunday, June 19th, we will celebrate the Feast of the Body and
Blood of the Lord. It is a special day to show honor to our Lord in the Blessed Sacrament of His Body and
Blood. A very traditional way of honoring a person is to have a parade. It has been a custom to have a
procession with the Holy Eucharist after the last Mass. This year, however, we have been asked to come
together as the larger Church, the Diocese, for such a wonderful event. I invite you to come and publicly
walk with Jesus, in a Eucharistic procession from Our Lady of Grace Church in Highland to St. James the
Less Church in Highland (1.6 miles). We begin at Our Lady of Grace at 2:00 PM with prayer and adoration
and step off in our procession at 2:40 PM. Bishop McClory will be the celebrant. At the conclusion of the
procession, after Benediction, a picnic lunch will be served at St. James in honor of all our fathers.
Transportation is provided for you to return to your car at Our Lady of Grace after the procession and/or
picnic. Think of it as a marathon for Jesus.

Memories & Ministry This past week on Thursday, May 19th, I marked my 38th anniversary of my
ordination to the Priesthood. The past 38 years have sped by faster than I ever thought they would on that
sunny Saturday morning back in 1984. I still remember the tears from my father’s eyes as he came up for the
first blessing from this newly ordained priest, his son.

I give thanks, for through the years Jesus has shown himself to me in the many people He has sent my way.
It is a great life, full of many blessings and just enough challenges to keep you on your toes. Some think it is
lonely, that is the furthest from the truth. It is rich, life-giving, fulfilling and full of relationships that bear the
Lord’s blessings.

Encourage your sons to take up this great work, the benefits go far beyond the wallet. At the center of my
gratitude lies the Eucharist, the “great thanksgiving” for Jesus’ love, compassion and promise.

It continues to be my privilege to stand with you as a fellow Christian and for you, by God’s grace, as His
priest in the greatest prayer we can render. To Him be all glory and honor forever and ever.
