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From the Pastor’s Desk

Freedom? <You were set free for freedom.” What does this phrase actually mean? It is a cherished
sentiment amongst us as United States citizens. July 4th is around the corner and we generally understand
that to be the day that our freedoms were proclaimed. However, as we know, this did not mean freedom for
every person living in the original 13 colonies or in the States that would be formed in their place.

The realization of the Declaration of Independence was imperfect. It is a living document, not merely a
historical one. It challenges us in every age so that no one is found exempt of the freedom it proclaims.

Freedom is far more elusive than what it first appears. Obviously, in our history, freedom has been used to
deprive freedom from others. This use of freedom is the cooperation with selfishness and ultimately sin.
That is why any discussion of freedom has to take into account the author of freedom, God Himself.

Even the Declaration of Independence recognizes this claim; that the basic rights of human beings are
God-given, Divinely inspired, and not the product of legislation or governance.

Thus, the words of St. Paul: “you were set free for freedom” need to be understood in order for us to truly
use the freedoms we have to be set free and not once again made servants of, or enslaved by, the Oppressor,
Satan. Any attempts at achieving human freedom and its benevolent benefits must take into account the
frailty of humanity to be entangled with evil. This entanglement that is part of our Original condition, we
might call original sin, is what prevents our noble intentions from seeking freedom for all peoples.

It is easy to use freedom as an excuse to indulge our desires which are
more influenced by our personal wants. That is why we must always be
