From the Pastor’s Desk

How much is enough? There are those who maintain that Christianity and a free market society are at
odds with each other. Such people go on to say that Christianity condemns wealth and therefore the capitalist
system, which plainly seeks to build one’s wealth, consequently, is not reconcilable with Christian values.

I am not here to say whether this is true or not. But the story in today’s gospel about the foolish wealthy
farmer is often used as an example of how Christian values are at odds with wealth.

However, what Jesus is concerned about in telling the story is not about wealth but about an over-concern by
some people who focus too much attention on accumulating more wealth. Actually, the story is a warning
about becoming obsessed with anything - wealth, anger, jealousy, hurt or pleasure. Trying to make a good life
for our family is not under scrutiny here. Being driven by the need to have more, building up a stash of cars,
money, or anger, leads us in the opposite direction of the Christian life.

Prayer is a counter balance to our pursuit for comfort and security. Comfort and security are not bad things
but when we neglect daily prayer, they can become idols of our own imagination. St. Gregory of Nazianzus
(329-390) reflects upon the over attention we give to building our earthly wealth (security). He observes: “For
I see that in the present life everything else is busily pursued. One person fixes his soul on this matter and
another on that. But the benefit of prayer is not eagerly sought after. The merchant rises early for business.

He fights to show his goods to buyers and to beat his competitors. He tries to be the first to serve the customer
and sell off his things. In the same spirit, the buyer, too, thinks about how not to lose out on what he needs,
nor to be preceded by another. He runs not to the place of prayer but to the place of trade. All are equally
possessed by the desire for gain. They struggle to keep ahead of their neighbor. And so the hour of prayer,
stolen away by intense cares, is given over to business.”

All seem to act the same way -- the craftsman, the orator, [the office worker], the one who files a lawsuit, as
well as the one who happens to be the judge. Each devotes his whole self to what is at hand and forgets the
work of prayer. He/she considers engagement with God a harm compared to the work before him/her.

You and I, followers of Jesus, are given the grace to pursue a better goal. We say we believe that all of this
world passes away. All of what we store up in our grain bins, feelings of hurt or cold hard cash, pass into dust
as we move into the fullness of God’s presence. Naked we come before our Creator with only a handful of
good deeds. Jesus challenges us to labor for what really lasts, which means emptying some of the grain bins
to store up a treasure that does not fade. Daily and regular prayer are what help us stay on track and tempers
our tendency to build granaries for what fails to ultimately satisfy.

Registration for the new St. Margaret Ann Polish Language School is set for 10:00 AM-12:00 PM, Aug. 20th, at Our
