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From the Pastor’s Desk

The Way of Wisdom. One of my scripture professors liked to remind his students: “Nothing is easy. If you think
that something is easy, think again.” The older we get, the more we understand the truth of that statement. The simple
things of life—beauty, truth, happiness, peace, love—are always the most complicated, they are never easy to
understand, never.

Because we’re human, we struggle to understand such things. But too often we go about it the wrong way. We apply
scientific method to things as unscientific as truth. We apply logic to something as illogical as love. We take things
apart to find out how they tick, only to discover they’ve stopped ticking.

Today’s first reading from the Book of Wisdom advises us to see things as a whole, but also to realize that there is more
there than what we can possibly see. The scripture this Sunday counsels us to place our trust in God’s understanding,
but to understand that we can never understand it.

This is particularly true when it comes to pain and illness. This experience
common to us all to one degree or another is one wrapped in mystery.

We have questions like, “Why does God allow people to suffer?”” or “How
could such a good person end up with such a terrible disease?” Such
questions are understandable. They seem simple on the surface, but the
presumptions that lie behind them are complex. One presumption is that God
intends us to suffer. This is the farthest from the truth. God created the world/
life (reality) as good. We (our first parents) decided to take things into our
own hands. As thus we introduced into the world (reality) what is the
opposite of life, death. Death and its lord deals out suffering because of our
collective willingness to eat the “fruit”; just like our ancestors did in that
Garden long ago.

God’s answer to our reorienting of reality from the good to the evil, from life
to death is to make it possible for suffering to be redirected. Suffering for the
believer is not useless, it can be redemptive. We don’t seek it out, but when it
comes our way we, by the gift of the Holy Spirit, can join our suffering to
Christ’s suffering. In this marriage, Christ, whose suffering saved the entire
universe from eternal death, can temper our suffering. As He was able to reorient His suffering and death to overcome
the prince of death, so, too, our suffering joined to His can lead souls to life.

Sounds strange, but it’s true, because God can undo what we have so willfully done. Moved by so much suffering,
Christ not only allows Himself to be touched by the sick, but He makes their miseries His own: "He took our infirmities
and bore our diseases." But He did not heal all the sick. His healings were signs of the coming of the Kingdom of God.
They announced a more radical healing: the victory over sin and death through His Passover. On the cross, Christ took
upon Himself the whole weight of evil and took away the "sin of the world," of which illness is only a consequence.

By His passion and death on the cross, Christ has given a new meaning to suffering: it can henceforth configure us to
Him and unite us with His redemptive Passion. (Catechism of the Catholic Church #1505)

Such is the mysterious way of those who follow Christ.
